New Planning Grant Program Available to New Hampshire Towns & Cities





In July 2007, Governor Lynch signed the Housing and Conservation Planning Program.  This new pilot grant program, housed at the Office of Energy and Planning, will provide valuable financial and technical resources to municipalities to help them develop local plans to make their communities better places to live, and to bring citizens together to help shape the future of their communities.





The Housing and Conservation Planning Program (HCPP) recognizes that New Hampshire municipalities face conflicting pressures of managing growth: protecting the area’s natural resources and historic character, while meeting the housing needs of current and future residents. 





In recent years, New Hampshire has grown with an emphasis on large-lot, high-cost residential development.  This type of development has limited the available local workforce, increased traffic congestion and destroyed local natural resources at an alarming rate. The Housing and Conservation Planning Programs aims to reverse this trend by encouraging a holistic approach to planning through four stages during which the study of local housing and conservation needs informs the development of a town-wide Growth and Development Strategy that is adopted into the master plan and then brought through full implementation through zoning, subdivision and site plan revisions.





The Housing and Conservation Planning Program is the result of an unprecedented collaboration of New Hampshire’s housing and conservation interests to simultaneously promote housing development and natural resource protection. The Growth and Development Roundtable, a broad coalition of business, conservation, housing, municipal, and planning interests (convened by the New Hampshire Charitable Foundation) advocated for an incentive-based program to give communities the ability to plan for housing and conservation through a unified planning strategy, rather than through competing or irreconcilable goals.





Supported by Governor Lynch and passed by the legislature, the Housing and Conservation Planning Program is funded at the level of $400,000 for the next two years. Municipal leaders interested in developing plans for housing and conservation are encouraged to apply.

Announcing IZIP! 





Inclusionary Zoning Implementation Program (IZIP).  New Hampshire Housing is launching IZIP to help municipalities create and adopt inclusionary zoning ordinances.


  


IZIP will provide grants and assistance of up to $10,000 to municipalities to develop and adopt inclusionary zoning ordinances. Municipalities will apply for the funding on a competitive basis, with selection criteria and determination of successful applicants being made by a team composed of staff from New Hampshire Housing as well as peer and partner organizations.


 


The municipal work will be conducted by professional planning consultants chosen by the municipalities from among a list of consultants who have been previously qualified and trained. The deliverables will be an ordinance ready for adoption and a campaign to educate the voters about the inclusionary zoning proposal. The education campaign may involve the assistance of a media consultant chosen by the selection team to work with municipalities.

In 2008, seats will become available for the following positions on the APA Board: 


APA President-Elect, �Director (elected from Region 2), �Director (elected from Region 3), �Director (elected from Region 4), �Director (elected At-Large), and �Director (elected At-Large, focused for a minority member). 





Also in 2008, seats will become available for the following positions on the AICP Commission: 





AICP President-Elect, �Commissioner (elected from Region 2), �Commissioner (elected from Region 3), �Commissioner (elected from Region 4).

Generally, Region 2 is the mid-Atlantic, Region 3 is the South from Florida to Texas, and Region 4 is the Midwest . At Large members are elected by all members, as is the President-elect.





Several responsibilities and duties come with election to the Board or Commission, including attendance at meetings two or three times a year and attending the Board or Commission orientation, as well as service on standing committees and special task forces.
